Learning with Leaders connects students with in-demand career pathways by providing exploration that
focuses on local employment, education, and support services. Students receive real-time, tactile training,
such as the chance to operate equipment under the guidance of experts, participate in virtual simulations,
and discover their strengths through kinesthetic learning experiences.

From One to Many aims to promote and increase access to post-
secondary education and training programs by implementing a
community-led, peer-to-peer program. Lummi Nation
Educational Advocate Kathleen Solomon facilitates individual and
community meetings where families learn and engage in financial
planning for college, explore pathways and increases access to
resources that support their journey.

Expanding our Team

As our funding expands, we expect to grow by leaps and bounds in 2023!

After outstanding success bringing back Quickstart to College in 2022, we look forward to
bringing on even more students for this marvelous opportunity. This year, we hope to serve up to
40 students.

We have now added a full-time financial aid program coordinator to the team, which will allow us
to serve a greater number of students and schools across Whatcom and Skagit County.

We will also expand our From One to Many program in partnership with Ferndale Library. We plan
to implement weekend events to better accommodate our students' busy weekday schedules.

Quickstart to College

In 2023, we are excited to begin implementing Hope Theory into our programmatic design
strategy. Dr. Chan Hellman's definition of hope is, “the belief that your future can be brighter and
better than your past and that you actually have a role to play in making it better.” Research into
hope and education has shown that hopeful teens have fewer absences, higher college
enrollment rates, higher retention rates, and higher graduation rates. Hope is a strongly reliable
predictor of long-term positive outcomes for high school students.
